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GENERAL TERMS OF PARTICIPATION IN THE EXHIBITIONS, ORGANIZED BY MVK INTERNATIONAL EXHIBITION COMPANY JSC
1. General provisions
The present General terms of participation in the exhibitions, organized by MVK International Exhibition Company JSC (hereinafter referred to as General provisions) specify the principles of participation of natural and legal persons in the exhibitions, organized and held by MVK JSC (hereinafter referred to as Organizer), specify the requirements generally set for the exhibition participants, and also contain provisions, applied with regard to relations between the Parties, appearing, changing and terminating due to organization and holding of an exhibition (exhibitions).

Legal or natural person, willing to participate in capacity of exhibitor or joint organizer, submits to MVK JSC filled-in, stamped and signed application (From #1).

Relations between the Parties connected with their participation are settled in application agreement (Form #1), other agreements of the Parties, present General provisions, local regulation prevailing on the territory of exhibitions (exhibition complex), and legislation of the Russian Federation as well.

Organizer confirms all alterations and amendments to conditions, set in application agreement written.

Organizer considers as much as possible, Exhibitor’s requests concerning the booth location.

Organizer reserves a right to change the location and sizes of exhibit space rendered to Exhibitor due to technical and organizational reasons upon a prior notification.

Organizer is not responsible for losses caused by cancellation, delay or shortening of exhibition period by reasons, which are beyond the control of Organizer.

Exhibitor submits to Organizer general information concerning his company in order to publish it in the official catalogue and website of the exhibition. In case Exhibitor fails to submit the information, Organizer makes it up basing on available data, herein Organizer is not responsible for possible Exhibitor’s losses caused by incomplete or inadequate information.

2. Participation cost and settlement procedure

Exhibitor’s participation is determined by his obligation to pay to Organizer the participation cost.

For the purpose of the present General provisions and related agreements signed by Organizer and Exhibitor, the participation cost is regarded as:

· Sum of rent charge for occupancy and exploitation of a part of fair ground of Exhibition centre regardless the fact of a booth submitting/non submitting (hereinafter – exhibit space);

· Sum of registration fee for participation in an exhibition;

· Sum of publication charge of related information in the official catalogue and website dedicated to the exhibition;

The rent charge includes in addition to the price of a booth submitting (exhibit space) the following sums:

· Cost of general electric lighting, heating and other utilities;

· Cost of security service of the exhibition territory;

· Insurance expenses of exhibition premises for the whole exhibition period against fire and natural disasters, and general liability insurance for damage incurred to third persons;

· Cost of operating staff services;

· Cost of general territory cleaning and garbage removal.

The registration fee includes:

· Expenses on exhibition decoration;

· Expenses related to organization and holding of opening and closing ceremonies;

· Expenses on press-conferences, exhibition presentation ;

· Information expenses (badges, invitations etc.).

Upon the registration fee payment Organizer authorizes Exhibitor which:

· Gets at least 10 invitations to the exhibition;

· Participates in all events, undemanding special permission of Organizer, including opening and closing events;

· Gets entrance tickets, legally valid as accreditation, for access of Exhibitor’s representatives to the exhibition – one entrance ticket for 3 square meters of exhibit space, rendered to Exhibitor (additional tickets are available at Organizer for extra charge).

The publication charge includes: 

· Price of publication of Exhibitor’s information (50 words) in the official catalogue;

· Price of insert of the same abovementioned information at the exhibition website.

Upon the publication charge payment Organizer submits to Exhibitor a free copy of the official exhibition catalogue.

Participation cost is paid by non-cash settlement according to an invoice issued by Organizer in agreed time.

Liability of Organizer to render to Exhibitor exhibit space is to be executed upon due settlement of financial obligations.

In case of failure (improper execution) of financial obligations Organizer is obliged reject Exhibitor’s participation.

3. Withdrawal of an exhibitor

In case of Exhibitor’s withdrawal after the signing of application agreement (Form #1), Exhibitor notifies Organizer in written.

The day withdrawal is the day when Organizer receives the notification.

Withdrawal of an exhibitor is regarded as unconditional refusal or reduction of announced exhibit space size.

In case of unconditional refusal Exhibitor pays to Organizer a negotiated penal sum, which makes:

1. 50% of payment for exhibit space and booth equipping, at less than 3 months before the exhibition opening;

2. 100% of payment for exhibit space and booth equipping, at less than 2 months before the exhibition opening.

In case of reduction of announced exhibit space Exhibitor pays to Organizer a negotiated penal sum, which makes:

1. 50% of payment for the part of exhibit space, which Exhibitor rejects and payment for booth equipping, at less than 3 months before the exhibition opening;

2. 100% of payment for the part of exhibit space, which Exhibitor rejects and payment for booth equipping, at less than 2 months before the exhibition opening.

Exhibitor, who rejects his participation, pays penal sum regardless whether Organizer leaves it undeveloped or renders it to another Exhibitor.

In case of Exhibitor’s withdrawal the sum of registration fee and publication charge are not refunded to Exhibitor.

4. Forwarding and handling of goods

Exhibitor realizes delivery of cargoes to the territory of exhibition before the expiry of a period set by Organizer. 

Handling of cargoes on the territory of exhibition centre is realized at Exhibitor’s expense solely by Organizer (third persons attracted by Organizer) according to an additional Exhibitor’s requirement.

5. Mounting and dismantling of exhibits
Mounting of exhibits begins in the terms stated by Organizer, and should be finished not later than 16 hours prior to the moment of official opening of the exhibition.

Exhibitor makes mounting and dismantling of exhibits.

It is necessary to receive Organizer’s consent for independent decorating and for use of the additional hinged equipment (banners, etc.) and ornaments at the standard exhibition stand. 

Dismantling and carrying out of exhibits is made only after the official exhibition closing. 

If Exhibitor does not dismantle the exhibits in fixed time, Organizer has the right to place the exhibits on a warehouse at Exhibitor’s expense. 

Exhibitor shall entitle an official representative in the exhibition hall during the entire exhibition, as well as during installation and dismantling.

Work of Organizer’s representatives over established time is paid additionally according to the rates. 

6. Joint participation.
Exhibitor - the joint organizer has the right to place another Exhibitors on his exhibition area, paying for each of them 50 % of registration fee and 100 % of payment for the publication in the catalogue. Exhibitor – the joint organizer bears the responsibility and expenses for participation of such Exhibitors in the exhibition. Accommodation of Exhibitors at the collective stand without the coordination with Organizer gives this latter the right to refuse Exhibitor – the joint organizer in granting the stand (floor space).

7. Distribution of advertising products, sale of samples from stands
Exhibitor can distribute the printed and advertising promotional materials only at his stand. Exhibitor has no right to arrange lotteries, donations and other advertising campaigns demanding presence of participants or visitors in a certain place during certain time. Advertising actions outside the exhibition stand are held only with the permission of Organizer and are paid additionally. Sale of samples is forbidden. Sale of the goods and exhibits is possible only at exhibition and fair with the admission of Organizer and with obligatory observance of the legislation of the Russian Federation.

8. Fire and technical safety
Exhibitor is obliged to observe the fire prevention rules established by the administration of the exhibition center, and bears the responsibility for their violation. Working exhibits and moving mechanisms should be blocked off for safety of visitors and personnel. Only representatives of Organizer make electric connections at the stand. Organizer has the right to delete from stands the products that do not meet the established safety requirements, (including noise level of the exhibits) or dangerous ones.

9. Responsibility and risks
Organizer does not sustain the responsibility for losses, thefts or the damages done to persons or exhibits, particularly as a result of Exhibitor’s cargo forwarding to the country and back and their customs clearing. Organizer takes all the necessary safety measures (24 hours professional security of the halls, etc.), but does not guarantee protection against losses, and therefore Organizer releases itself from any responsibility for damages or harm. It is strongly recommended to insure the exhibits and other equipment, which Exhibitor is responsible for.

The publisher of the catalogue and Organizer do not bear the responsibility for mistakes or misses in the materials submitted by Exhibitor.

Organizer bears no responsibility with third persons for lawfulness and adequacy of information, submitted by Exhibitor for the official catalogue.

Exhibitor bears financial liability for safety of exhibition equipment, rendered for the exhibition period. Any alterations to the booth construction are made solely by Organizer upon an application and by expense of Exhibitor.

In case of damage or loss of exhibition equipment, in case of bodily injury or causing of harm to the property of third persons through Exhibitor’s fault as a result of unauthorized rearrangement of equipment or self-willed connection to power supply units, Exhibitor covers the losses and damages in full. 

За Exhibitor pays the penalty at a rate of 4 multiple costs for the excess of announced electric capacity.

10. Final provisions
In case of violation of the Exhibitor of the present General provisions the Organizer reserves the right to refuse to the Exhibitor in granting the stand (floor space).

Complaints are declared to the Organizer in written form prior to the last day of work of the exhibition. 

Disputes are resolved in the order established by the legislation of the Russian Federation. 
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
